How would you like to have the responsibility of caring for priceless works of living
art that have been kept alive for decades, or even centuries, with many watchful followers observing your
work? That was the scenario for Robert “Bonsai Bob” Drechsler, the first curator of the National Bonsai &
Penjing Museum. He accepted the initial shipment of the Japanese bonsai collection when it arrived in the
U.S.in 1975 on a chartered jet and later received the Chinese and North American collections. For 23
years, Dreschler provided the steady hand and meticulous care for the collections that formed the finest
museum of its kind in the world. Through the years he collected great stories about the trees and people,
including celebrities and dignitaries who visited. Don’t miss this rare opportunity to hear this fascinating
history first-hand.
