Distances from U.S. National Arboretum: 
 

• Ronald Reagan Washington National Airport, 5.7 miles. Metro accessible; most 
convenient to the Arboretum. 
Metrorail directions: from Reagan National Airport take Yellow Line to Gallery 
Place; transfer to Red Line towards Glenmont; 2nd stop is Union Station. Conference 
hotels run hourly shuttles from 7:30 -11:30 am and  
6:00 – 11:00 pm from Union Station to the hotels. 
  

• Baltimore Washington International Airport, 25 miles. Less convenient to the 
Arboretum, public transit available but limited. Click here for information on ground 
transportation from BWI.  
 

• Washington Dulles International Airport, 26 miles. Least convenient to the 
Arboretum, no public transportation available.
